Paterna served as the past president of the

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about to celebrate their 35th anniversary, thanks to 

the community’s support.

He said the reason In Shape continues to earn Best 

of New Haven accolades is that “the customers are 

always first in mind.”

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T he culture surrounding outdoor dining has

certainly leveled up over the last few years,

encouraging many area restaurants to capitalize 

on their spaces and provide an even more 

enjoyable dining experience for their customer

base.

that ultimately turned into a career, one he’s been 

in for the last 12 years after a successful run in the 

technology industry. A Branford native, Gargano 

grew up as a Boy Scout and ultimately became a 

junior volunteer firefighter with the Stony Creek Fire 

Department. His formative experiences, he says, 

served as a big contributor to his current involvement 

in the community through not only offering craft 

beers, but providing positive experiences for all in the 

greater New Haven area.

“It just had a large impact on me for what it’s like 

to give back to the community and help folks on that 

level,” he said.

As the community has showed continued interest in 

breweries, especially with the oncoming of warmer 

weather, Gargano finds it important to offer an 

environment where people can enjoy craft beers with 

friends and family.
